The 16 Days of Activism is an international campaign that began in 1991 at the inauguration of the Women’s Global Leadership Institute and takes place from 25th November to 10th December each year. 
It's a time to raise awareness about violence against women and girls as a human rights issue, and to advocate for change. The campaign starts on the International Day for the Elimination of Violence Against Women, and ends on December 10th, which is International Human Rights Day. 
The campaign's goals include:
· Calling for the prevention and elimination of violence against women and girls
· Demonstrating citizens' concern about ending violence against women and girls
· Encouraging governments to invest in gender-based violence prevention


Internationally this year the focus of the campaign is ending DA in the online digital space. Despite increase momentum for more regulation of the tech sector we still see a lack of accountability, a lack of support for cyber bullying, and difficulty in identifying perpetrators and holding them to account. 
Digital abuse is just one of the many ways that men abuse women. There is a huge amount of work that takes place across our borough to support victim survivors to identify and to bring perpetrators to account.
I want to say a massive thank you to council colleagues, police and health service colleagues, and to all of our partners in the third and voluntary sector who do incredible work to support our victim survivors.
