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A Child‑Friendly Guide to Keeping Children Safe in Calderdale
Hello!  This guide is about how grown‑ups in Calderdale work together to help children and young people stay safe, happy, and cared for.
🌟 What does “safeguarding” mean?
Safeguarding means:
· Making sure children are safe from harm
· Helping children feel listened to and supported
· Helping families when things are tricky
Safeguarding is everyone’s job – teachers, doctors, police officers, social workers, youth workers, and other adults all work together.
🤝 Who helps keep children safe in Calderdale?
There is a group called the Calderdale Safeguarding Children Partnership.  This group includes:
· The Council (who help run children’s services and schools)
· The Police (who help keep people safe and stop crime)
· Health services like doctors and nurses
· Schools, Nurseries, and other people who work with children 
They meet, share information, and make plans so children get the right help at the right time.
🏠 What is Calderdale like for children?
· Calderdale is home to nearly 50,000 children.
· Some children have lots of support, but others may find life hard.
· Some families struggle with things like money worries, stress, illness, or feeling unsafe.
Because of this, adults in Calderdale work extra hard to notice when children might need help.
🛑 How do adults know when a child needs help?
Adults look out for signs like:
· A child feeling scared, sad, or worried a lot
· Children not being looked after properly
· Bullying, violence, or harm at home or elsewhere
· Children being hurt or asked to do things that feel wrong
When adults are worried, they:
· Talk to each other
· Listen to the child
· Take action to help
🗣️ Listening to children’s voices
Children’s views matter.
In Calderdale:
· Children and young people help adults understand what is working and what needs to change
· A group called the Young Advisors talk to adults about things like: 
· Stress and feelings
· Friendships and relationships
· What support children want
Adults use what children say to improve services.
🎓 How do adults learn to do a better job?
Adults who work with children:
· Go to training to learn how to spot worries early
· Learn from times when things did not go well
· Practice working together so children don’t have to keep repeating their story
This helps children get better and quicker support.
👨‍👩‍👧 Helping the whole family
Sometimes children need help because:
· Parents are feeling unwell or stressed
· There are money problems
· There is fighting or worry at home
Adults try to help the whole family, not just one person. This makes it easier for children to feel safe and cared for.
✅ What has gone well this year?
· Adults are working better together
· Children’s ideas are being taken seriously
· Help is being offered earlier
· Adults are clearer about what to do when they are worried
🔮 What adults will keep working on
· Keep listening to children
· Make services easier to understand
· Help children stay safe online and in the community
· Make sure support really helps children feel better
❗ If you are worried about yourself or another child
· Talk to a trusted adult (teacher, parent, carer, youth worker)
· Ask for help from a school or doctor
· Remember: It is always OK to ask for help
You are not in trouble for speaking up.
💬 A message for children
You matter. How you feel matters. There are adults in Calderdale who care about you and want to help you be safe and happy.
